What does SEND mean?

Special Educational Needs and Disabilities - A child has SEND if they require additional support compared to their peers in one or more specific area. 
At Bishop Lonsdale if a child is:

· struggling to cope in the classroom or in different social situations in and out of school

· is working one – two years below age related expectations

· is making below expected progress in one or more specific areas over two terms.
Then we will talk to the child’s parent/carer, observe and talk to the child, look at their needs in more detail and if needed put in place addition provisions for that child. 
What are the four main areas of need?
Communication and interaction
Children who have speech, language and communication needs.  This may be because they have difficulty saying what they want to, understanding what is being said to them or they do not understand or use social rules of communication. 
Children who have been diagnosed as having Autism, are likely to have particular difficulties with social interaction. They may also experience difficulties with language, communication and imagination, which can impact on how they relate to others. 
Cognition and learning
Support for learning difficulties may be required when children learn at a slower pace than their peers, even with appropriate differentiation. Learning difficulties cover a wide range of needs, including moderate learning difficulties (MLD), severe learning difficulties (SLD), where children are likely to need support in all areas of the curriculum 
Specific learning difficulties (SpLD), affect one or more specific aspects of learning. This encompasses a range of conditions such as dyslexia, dyscalculia and dyspraxia.
Social, emotional and mental health difficulties
Children who experience a wide range of social and emotional difficulties, these may include becoming withdrawn or isolated, as well as displaying challenging, disruptive or disturbing behaviour. Underlying mental health difficulties such as anxiety or depression, self-harming, substance misuse, eating disorders or physical symptoms that are medically unexplained may cause these behaviours. Other children and young people may have disorders such as attention deficit disorder, attention deficit hyperactive disorder or attachment disorder. 
Sensory and/or physical needs
Some children require special educational provision because they have a disability, which prevents or hinders them from making use of the educational facilities generally provided. Many children and young people with vision impairment (VI), hearing impairment (HI) or a multi-sensory impairment (MSI) will require specialist support and/or equipment to access their learning. Children and young people with an MSI have a combination of vision and hearing difficulties.
Why does the school have a register of children who have special educational needs?

At Bishop Lonsdale we have a SEND register, so we can monitor and highlight the children at our school who require additional support.  The child’s name will only stay on the register while they require additional support.  The provisions provided and the child’s progress will be reviewed termly by the SENCo and at the parent review meetings with the parents/carers, class teacher and child.
Who can I contact at school if I have concerns about my child’s development at school?
If you have concerns about your child then you can talk to your child’s Class Teacher, Mrs Bladon (SENCo), Mr Hetherington (Executive Head teacher) or Miss Brownhall (Head of School).  When you talk to an adult at school they will complete an initial-concerns form and this will be dated and given to the SENCo.

When will my child receive additional support?
Your child might receive the support in the lessons or they may be taken out of class in the afternoons for a specified length of time, so they can follow a set intervention programme.  Most of the intervention programmes run for a term unless otherwise stated.  
How can I find out what additional support my child is receiving?
The support that your child is receiving will be written on their target review sheets.  These are working documents and as soon as your child has achieved their targets new targets will be written.  Your child’s target review sheets will be reviewed by the SENCo and at the Parent Review Meetings with the Child, Class Teacher and yourselves each term.  After the review meeting a copy of the review sheet will be sent home and given to the class teacher.  These review sheets will also be shared with your child.  

Your child’s one-page profile highlights your child’s voice and describes how they feel about their education.  These are updated at the start of each year.
What happens if my child continues to have difficulties at school even with additional support?
If your child continues to have difficulties at school and makes very little progress in their identified areas of need after two terms of additional support then referrals to outside agencies will be discussed with you.  The following agencies are used by the school to support children with ongoing difficulties.  
· Educational Psychologist

· Clinical Psychologist

· Lighthouse- Occupational therapy and Physiotherapy (Fine and gross motor skills)
· Speech and language therapists
· Autism Spectrum Disorder specialist teacher support – Through STEPs (Specialist Teachers)
· Hearing impaired team

· Visual impaired team

· Physically impaired team

· School Health- School Nurse, Specialist nurses, Community Paediatricians

· CAMHs- Child Adolescent Mental Health Services

· Compass
If my child continues to have difficulties even with outside agency support what will the school do next?

If your child continues to have difficulties and makes slow progress with parent permission and outside agency support the school will do a referral for an Education Health and Care Plan.  If the Local Authority decide that your child needs an Education Health and Care plan, it will be used to support your child if necessary until they are 25.  These plans set out long term outcomes for your child and are reviewed annually by the school, yourselves and any outside agencies that are supporting your child.

Initial concerns referral slip completed by the Class Teacher or Parent/Carers and given to the SENCo





SENCo will observe, work with the child, talk to the child and the Class Teacher.





After SENCO has completed the initial assessments Parents/Carers will be invited to a meeting with the Class Teacher and SENCo to discuss their child’s needs





At the meeting all stakeholders will agree that the child does require SEND support, permission will be obtained to place the child’s name on the SEND Register and a target setting plan will be written and provisions needed identified.  A copy of the target review sheet will be given to the Class Teacher and Parent/Carers





At the meeting all stakeholders will agree that the child does not require SEND support at that time, but we will review and monitor next term.





Provisions will be implemented for one term – provisions will run for 10 weeks.





Targets and provisions set will be reviewed each term by; Class Teacher, Support Staff, Parents, Pupils and SENCo





One-page profile will be written with the child and kept in the class SEND folder.








All adults that work with the child must be made aware of their needs.








When targeted provision is needed times and places must be adhered to as this provision is priority for the child, this will ensure the greatest impact.  Attendance will be monitored, as poor attendance will impact on the amount of progress made. 








Skills learnt in targeted support will be practised back in the classroom.  Weekly feedback will be given to class teachers (this time needs to be planned), it is the teacher’s responsibility to ensure this happens.
