Internal and external doors can be kept
open to assist as this will increase
ventilation.

Maintain an appropriate cleaning
schedule. This should include regular
cleaning of areas and equipment with a
particular focus on frequently touched
surfaces.

Cleaning regimes should be clearly
documented to reflect times of day
cleaning is taking place and who is
responsible for the task.

Spaces in school that are poorly
ventilated (i.e. no natural or mechanical
ventilation) have been identified as
follows:
