What is SEND and SEND support?

SEN&D stands for special needs and, or a disability.

The Code of Practice 2014 states that: 

‘A student has SEN where their learning difficulty or disability calls for special educational provision, that is different from or additional to that normally available to pupils of the same age.’

Many children will have special educational needs of some kind during their education. Schools and other organisations can help most children overcome the barriers their difficulties present quickly and easily. A few children will need extra help for some or all of their time in school
Who are the best people to talk to at our school about my child’s difficulties with learning / SEND?
The class teacher has responsibility for: 

· Checking on the progress of your child 

· Identifying, planning and delivering the differentiated curriculum for your child in class as required
· Personalised teaching and learning for your child 

· Ensuring that the school’s SEND Policy is followed in their classroom.

They are responsible for: 
• Developing and reviewing the school’s SEND Information report and policy
• Co-ordinating all the support for students with special educational needs or disabilities 

• Updating the school’s SEND register (a system for ensuring that all the SEND needs of students in the school are known) and making sure those records of your child’s progress and needs are kept up to date and are confidential
• Providing specialist support for teachers and support staff in the school, so that they can help students with SEND in the school to achieve the best possible progress
They are also responsible for ensuring that parent/carers are: 

· Involved in supporting their child’s learning 

· Kept informed about the support their child is receiving 

· Involved in reviewing how their child is doing and liaising with all other agencies which may be involved with their child e.g. Specialist Teachers and Educational Psychology (STEPs), Social Care and Health Service, relate- safe speak, Lighthouse- Occupational Therapist and Physiotherapists/ short breaks. 

The kinds of SEND provided for in our school are:

When identifying the nature of a child’s special educational needs, the four areas of need that are taken into account are: 

· communication and interaction 

· cognition and learning 

· social, emotional and mental health difficulties 

· sensory and/or physical needs. 

The school recognises that some children may need support in more than one of these areas.

How are children with SEND identified at our school? 

Referring to the ‘SEND code of practice: 0-25’ 2014, a pupil has SEN ‘where their learning difficulty or disability calls for special educational provision, that is provision different from or additional to that normally available to pupils of the same age’. 
Class teachers make regular assessments of progress for all children. From this, the school is able to identify children making less than expected progress given their age and individual circumstances. Other factors including attendance, punctuality and health are considered. Consideration is also given to the particular circumstances of students, for example those who are in Care and/ or eligible for the Pupil Premium. 

When deciding whether to make special educational provision, a meeting will be arranged between the SENCo, the child’s class teacher and parents/carers to consider all the information gathered from within the school. 

Parents/carers will be notified by letter of the meeting and or telephoned by the SENCo, when the following will be discussed:  
· The child’s areas of strengths and difficulties 

· Any parent/carer concerns 

· Plan any additional support that the child may receive 

· Discuss with the child’s parents, any referrals to outside professionals, to support their child’s learning. 

Where a child is identified as having SEND, the school will seek to remove barriers to learning and put SEND provision in place. The SEND support will take the form of a four-part cycle: 

Assess 
 - An analysis of a child’s needs will be carried out by the class teacher and SENCo. 

Outside agencies may also be involved – with parental permission. 
Plan
     - If the school decides to provide the child with SEN support parents/carers will be notified.  All staff involved with the child will be informed. 

Do
   - Interventions/support will be delivered. 

Review   - The effectiveness of the intervention/support will be reviewed termly with the child and their parent.
We aim to work with the children and their parents/carers throughout this process.

The Primary Areas of Need for KS1 are Speech, Language and Communication and Cognition and Learning, KS2 is Cognition and Learning and Social, Emotional and Mental Health and for the Early Years is Speech, Language and Communication.

Our School is:

Bishop Lonsdale Church of England Primary School and Nursery is an academy sponsored by 
Derby Diocese Academy Trust and is an inner-city school.   

We have a one-form entry with a single age class in each year group.  There are approximately 250 pupils in our school.

At Bishop Lonsdale we aim to create a climate that supports flexible and creative responses to individual needs to ensure the successful inclusion of all.  This allows us to respond to children’s diverse learning needs by identifying and overcoming potential barriers to learning through regular assessments, discussions and observations. The early identification of a child’s special educational needs enables us to provide a differentiated and broad and balanced curriculum, appropriate for all children.

The SENCo (Special educational needs coordinator), teaching staff and parents/carers work closely together and in partnership with other agencies:

· To overcome barriers to inclusion 

· To ensure that the necessary provisions are made to support all children, including those who have special educational needs or a disability.

What are the different types of support available at our school?

Teachers have the highest possible expectations for all children in their class. The quality of teaching and learning is reviewed regularly to ensure the highest possible standards are achieved. The school has a training plan for all staff to improve the teaching and learning of all children including those with SEN&D. This includes whole school training on SEND issues. 

· Teachers adapt planning to support the needs of children with SEND. 

· Teachers use a variety of teaching styles and cater for different learning styles to allow children with SEND to access the curriculum. 

· Teachers and other adults in the classroom work together to give targeted support according to the children’s needs. 

· Strategies, which may be suggested by the SENCo or other professionals working with children with SEND, are put in place in the classroom. 

· One-page profiles are set up for all children who are identified as having special educational needs.

· Pencil grips, writing slopes, air cushions 

· Word banks and prompt cards

There are many more that may be put in place depending on the individual child’s needs.

You may be asked to give permission for your child to be referred to:

- STEPs (hearing, visual impaired and Autism specialist teachers)

- School Health Service - Community Paediatrician/ School Nurse/ Health Visitors

- Speech and Language Therapists

- Lighthouse - Occupational / Physiotherapists

- CAMHs

- Building Sound Minds/ Compass
This will help the school and you to understand your child’s needs better and so support them more effectively. The specialist professional may work directly with you and your child and may make recommendations on support strategies to be used at home and in school.

How we measure progress?
Children’s progress is continually monitored by their class teacher, Head teacher, SLT as well as the SENCo. Progress is reviewed at regular intervals and formally once each term.  If a child is at SEND Support or has an EHC Plan, parents/carers will be invited to a termly review meeting with the class teacher as part of the parents evening.  The progress of a child with a statement/EHC Plan is also formally reviewed annually. 
The SENCo will also monitor that identified children are making good progress in any targeted work while also monitoring the effectiveness of the provision or interventions. 
Evaluating Effectiveness

The SENCo will use the four-part cycle (Assess, Plan, Do, Review) through which earlier decisions and actions are revisited, refined and revised with a growing understanding of the child’s needs and which strategies enable the child to make good progress and achieve good outcomes. This is known as the graduated approach. 6.44 CoP

How can I let the school know I am concerned about my child's progress in school?
If you have concerns about your child’s progress you should, in the first instance, speak to your child’s class teacher (Face to face or by telephoning the office and leaving a message)
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What support is there for my child’s overall wellbeing? 

At Bishop Lonsdale we have a nurturing ethos.  If your child needs emotional support, then all adults are available to talk to.   We have regulation spaces in every classroom that can be used throughout the day, an emotional wellbeing area that can be used during break times and there is a sensory area in the Nurture room that is also available throughout the day.  
We run a nurture groups and friendship groups when needed for the children who find it difficult in social situations or to control their emotions. 

We use social stories and visual aids to reinforce rules, expected behaviour in different social situations and to help with behaviour and the establishment of rules at home.  
If a child is finding it difficult on the playground, we offer individualised or small group support at this time, which is adult led. 
If a child requires emotional wellbeing support, then with parent’s permission, we will refer them to compass and signpost families to St James Neuro hub and the Family Hubs in Derby City.
When required we will complete Early Help Assessments and with parent’s permission we may involve other outside agencies such as the Health Service, Specialist Educational Services and CAMHs. 

The school has a separate Anti-Bullying Policy. Any complaints relating to bullying will be dealt with in accordance to this policy. This can be viewed on the school website, or paper copies can be obtained from the school office. 

How is SEND support allocated to children at our school? 

The Code of Practice 2014 states that: 

‘A student has SEN where their learning difficulty or disability calls for special educational provision, that is different from or additional to that normally available to pupils of the same age.’ 

· Pupils who are underachieving and failing to meet targets have interventions in and out of class. 

· Pupils are moved on to SEND support (previously School Action), when, despite accessing catch up interventions, they are still not making expected progress and are not meeting their targets. 

· For a minority of pupils who are not making progress in more than one subject we would investigate using the graduated approach for an extended period. 

· Pupils with more complex needs who may also require support from outside agencies would be classified as SEND support (previously School Action Plus). 
The school SEND budget is received from Derby City LA and this is called ‘SEN Notional funding’.

The Headteacher decides on the budget allocation for SEND in consultation with the school governors, on the basis of needs within the school. The Headteacher and SENCo discuss information they have about SEND including:

· Children already receiving extra support 

· Children needing extra support 

· Children who have been identified as not making as much progress as expected

This information is then shared with the school leadership team and all resources/training and support are reviewed regularly and changes made as necessary. 

Children will be taken off the SEND register if and when targets/outcomes have been achieved.

What support do we have for you as a parent/carer of a child with SEND? 
This section is also appropriate for children and young people who are looked after by the Local Authority (corporate parent)

· Head teacher, SLT, Class teachers and the SENCo are available to discuss issues, as appropriate to their roles in school. 

· Your child’s target will be reviewed 3 times a year

· We will hold meetings with outside professionals where and when appropriate 

· We hold two Parent/Carer evenings and an open evening each year. 
· We will share information with you about parent/carer support groups 

How does the school support children with medical conditions?  

The school follows ‘Supporting pupils at school with medical conditions 
Statutory guidance for governing bodies of maintained schools and proprietors of academies in England’ April 2014
The school has a policy regarding the administration and management of medicines on the school site. Some pupils will have a care plan in place. 

Staff have updates on conditions and medication affecting individual students and training, where appropriate, so that they can manage medical situations.
How is our school accessible to pupils with SEND?

The schools Accessibility Plan is reviewed every three years and can be accessed on the school website. 
Teaching resources and equipment used are equally accessible to all pupils. 

After school and extra-curricular provisions are accessible to all children including those with SEND. 
All children have an equal opportunity to go on all school visits. Extra support is provided if required. Educational visits will only be planned to locations accessible to all. Risk assessments are carried out prior to any off site activity. 

How will my child be supported through transitions?

The school recognises that transitions can be difficult for pupils with SEND and their families and so take steps to ensure any transition is as smooth as possible. 

If your child is moving to another school: 

· We will contact the school’s SENCo and ensure they know about any special arrangements and support that needs to be made for your child 

· All records about your child are passed on as soon as possible. 
When moving classes in school: 

· Information will be passed on to new class teachers. All relevant information will be shared. 

Starting school

· Visits to school

· Visits to previous educational settings attended by SENCo where necessary
· Telephone conversations and meetings with previous educational settings where necessary
· Parent sessions

· Share records
How will my child be able to share their views? 
Each child who is identified as having SEND has a one-page profile that is reviewed annually

We value and celebrate each child being able to express their views on all aspects of school life. This is usually carried out through regular meetings of the School Council.

Each term the children who are on the SEND register are given the opportunity to talk about their targets, anything they are still finding challenging and what helps them with an adult in the classroom.

If your child has a statement/EHC Plan, they will be involved in writing and reviewing their own outcomes.

Where appropriate children have the opportunity to complete a questionnaire about aspects of the school. 
What training have the staff had about SEND?

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Initial concerns referral slip completed by class teacher or parent/carers and given to the SENCo.





SENCo will observe, work with the child, talk to the child and class teacher.





After SENCo has completed the initial assessments parents/carers will be invited to a meeting with the class teacher and SENCo to discuss their child’s needs





At the meeting all stakeholders will agree that the child does require SEND support, permission will be obtained to place the child’s name on the SEND Register and a target setting plan will be written and provisions needed identified.  A copy of the target review sheet will be given to the class teacher and parent/carers





At the meeting all stakeholders will agree that the child does not require SEND support at that time but we will review and monitor next term.





Provisions will be implemented for one term – provisions running for ten weeks unless otherwise stated – Provisions will be run by the staff in school and attendance will be monitored.





Targets and provisions set will be reviewed each term by; Class Teacher, Support Staff, Parents, Pupils and SENCo





One page profile will be written with the child and given to Class t-Teacher and Parent/Carers 





All adults that work with the child must be made aware of their needs








When targeted provision is needed- times and places must be adhered to – this provision is priority for the child – this will ensure greatest impact – attendance will be monitored, as poor attendance will also impact on progress. 








Skills learnt in targeted support will be practised back in the classroom – weekly feedback will be given to class teachers- this time will be planned in.  It is the teacher’s responsibility to ensure this happens.
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
